Earlier start and the weather forecast looks good. The countryside is browner than | have ever seen it.

SS9 is on the Waikato side of the Bombays. In the Classics Cameron Young in the 1988 Lancer GSR storms home by 11 seconds
from Peter Cullen in the Pantera, 4 secs in front of Mark Kirk-Burknnand in the BMW E30 3201 and only 2 back to Dion Arnold in the
little Toyota FX GT.

In the Modern the battle continues and Malcolm Smith (Evo 1V) is relishing the local roads. He has 13 secs over Jason Gill (Evo IX
GT) and then it's 13 to Chris Lane in the fabulous sounding 1996 Audi RS2 Quattro. Clark Proctor did not come back, the damage
did not look too bad but the steering took a big hit.

SS10 is further east, from Mangatangi to Miranda. In the Classics Cameron Young is just 2 seconds quicker than Peter Cullen who
is 10 seconds quicker than both Mark Kirk-Burknnand and Dion Arnold. In the Moderns Jason Gill takes 1 second out of Malcolm
Smith’s time. Rick Giddy (WRX Sti Spec C) is 11 back.
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After his gentle roll in the 2009 event, Rotorua's Mike Lowe's 1964 Fiat Abarth Berlina Corsa 1000 got more publicity than Lara
Bingle. Mike is well over 6' yet he has plenty of legroom.
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Being rear engined, one way to keep it cool is is to keep the boot lid open so that the oild cooler can do it's job.

SS11 is the first run down beside Lake Waikare southwards. It's just under 20 kims long and then they loop back and do it again
after Service stop in Te Kauwhata.

In the Classics Young did a 9:25, Cullen a 9:26, and Kirk-B a 9:27. That'’s really close. Overall Mark K-B had a 38 second
advantage. Dion Arnold had dropped to 7th with a 10:04 for he had lost 3rd and 5th gears.

In the Moderns Gill rattled through in 8:50 and Smith 9:04. Ross Johnson is the Porsche 996 GT2 was 9:08 and Giddy was 9:12.
Overall Gill was now up 2 seconds — that'’s after over an hour of tarmac racing.

Service was in Te Kauwhata before attacking Lake Waikare again.

SS12. In the Classics Young shaves off 10 seconds off his previous time with a 9:15, Cullen only 3 secs with a 9:23 and Kirk-B
takes off 14 secs with a 9:13. That's really close. Mark K-B's overall is now a 50 second advantage. Dion Arnold could only
manage a 11.53 and had dropped to 6th.

In the Moderns Gill took 3 secs off with an 8:47 and Smith 9:01. Ross Johnson also did a 9:01. Giddy also a 9:01. Overall Gill was
now up 16 seconds. Harry Dodson in the Skyline R32 was next with a 9:06, Barry Hare in the Mini Cooper with Toyota turbo power
had laid down a 9:10 — deceptively quick.

With help from an
angle grinder a set of Fiat 124 pads were made to fit.

Richard Haakma in the Turnkey BMW E36 325i was also ready to go. He had wet leased the BMW for the event and was loving it.

Through the Lake Waikarei repeat he had just gone 17 seconds quicker. He now had the bug and pleased he had purchased the
‘wet lease’ package as Motorsport Services were looking after him very well and all he had to do was drive it.
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Dion Arnold was under the Toyota FX GT in his race overalls removing the offending gearbox. It took them 1% hours but when
refitting it the driveshaft dropped and sconed him, splitting his eye brow that had to be stitched.

Then it was westward ho for the afternoon’s 4 stages.

SS 13, the Rotongaro to Hetherington is 33 kims long and will be traversed twice with an old favourite, Glen Murray, in between. Gill
added another 9 secs to his lead on the first run. In the Classics Wally Simpson (Ford Escort MKII) wwas on the trailer and heading
for home. Mark K-B added another 8 seconds to his lead over Garth McGregor in the XU1 who was flying. The induction noise from
the side-drafts is something else.

SS14 and Gill added another 3 secs with only two stages to go, he now had a 28 second lead from Smith. In the Classics Mark K-B
now had a 2 minute advantage with Garth McGregor in the XU1 in 2nd. 41 secs back was Rex McDonald in the BMW E30 325.
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SS15 was the repeat of SS13, the Rotongaro to Hetherington 33 kims. Peter Cullen’s de Tomaso stopped in the stage. The timing
crew were having a communication problem with Control so had to move to higher ground.

Once through Mark K-B was not being threatened and added another 14 secs to his total.

In the Mark Parsons/Mal Clark Rover, Mal was behind the wheel and having some sideways fun. In the middle of the stage there
was a very big explosion underneath/behind them. They pulled up to inspect and found that the o-ring atop the fuel cell had split
and vapour had ‘gathered’ in the boot. It must have been the exhaust that ignited it but it certainly gave them a fright. In their haste
to get going they forgot to secure the bonnet pins and a kim down the road it came up over the windscreen, so another stop it was.

In the Modern it was Rick Giddy with a 7:23. Smith a 7:28 and Gill a 7:29.

Overall in the Classics it was Mark and (his dad) Chris Kirk-Burnnand by 2 minutes and 22 seconds.
Mark’s Classic overall time of 2.06:12 would have actually put him in 8th place overall.

In the Modern it was Jason Gill and (his sister) Jody Somervel by 33 seconds.
